MS Nordstjernen Travel Itinerary* 
 

Day 1: Copenhagen/Malmö 
Your journey begins in the port of Copenhagen–Malmö, close to Copenhagen International Airport. The former 
Hurtigruten ship MS Nordstjernen awaits you on the Swedish side of the harbor. Upon boarding in the afternoon, 
you will immediately sense the unique atmosphere of bygone times. Look forward to the days of maritime 
nostalgia that lie ahead. 

Day 2: Ålborg 
Enjoy the scenic sailing through the Limfjord as MS Nordstjernen approaches Ålborg, the vibrant heart                    
of Northern Denmark! Known for its rich history and modern charm, Ålborg offers a perfect blend of cultural 
experiences and cozy Scandinavian atmosphere. Discover the picturesque old town and enjoy the lively 
waterfront along the Limfjord. 

Day 3: Kristiansand 
Today MS Nordstjernen calls at Kristiansand. This coastal city at the very southern tip of Norway is known for             
its charming old town “Posebyen” with well-preserved wooden houses, vibrant cultural life, and a picturesque 
harbor. A special highlight is the visit to the Fartøyvernsenter, where historic ships are restored and preserved, 
and where Norway’s oldest dry dock is located. 

Day 4: Bekkjarvik 
Our voyage takes us to Bekkjarvik, where the ships are expected to gather for the grand arrival parade                       
of Fjordsteam (final details of the event were not yet confirmed at the time of publication of this brochure).

The highlight of the journey: Today you will experience the grand arrival parade    
of Fjordsteam 2026. From the deck you will have the best view of the historic 
fleet sailing together into the picturesque fjord and harbor landscape of Bergen. 
Your voyage aboard MS Nordstjernen ends here. Take a moment to savor the 
festival's unique atmosphere and carry those nostalgic memories home with 
you. 

Up to three post-cruise nights on board including breakfast can be booked to experience the full program 
of Fjordsteam 2026. Since MS Nordstjernen will take part in the festival, visitor groups will be welcomed on 
board during the day.

Copenhagen / Malmö 
The berth of MS Nordstjernen is very easy to reach:  
 
 Train: approx. 5-10 minutes on foot from Malmö      
C station. Direct trains to Malmö from Oslo, 
Stockholm, and Denmark. 
 

Car: Several parking garages are located near         
the port. 
 

Airplane: The nearest airport is Copenhagen 
International Airport. From there, it’s a 20-minute 
ride on the airport shuttle train to Malmö C. 
 
Bergen 
The berth of MS Nordstjernen is very easy to reach:  
 
Train: About a 15-minute walk from Bergen station. 
Direct trains from Oslo several times a day. 
Tickets from Oslo to Bergen can be purchased          
via www.vy.no 
 

Car: Oslo – Bergen is approx. 470 km and about         
7 hours’ drive. Several parking garages are located 
near the harbor. 
 

Flight: The nearest airport is Bergen Flesland 
Airport. From there it takes 30–45 minutes by airport 
bus or light rail (Bybanen) to Bergen city center. 
 

Ferry: Daily ferry service from Hirtshals to Bergen. 
Daily coastal route from Kirkenes along the 
Norwegian coast to Bergen.
